·  Epiphyte mostly 
·  Swampy coastal areas. In 

forested areas it is found 
along rivers and streams. 

·  Culture: Warm conditions, 
medium bark, god air 
movement, water three 
times a week in summer 
and once weekly in 
winter. Fertilize three 
weeks with high nitrogen 
and one week low 
nitrogen. Under 50% 
shade. 

Dendrobium affine 
(syn. dicuphum) 

·  originates - Northern 
Territory, north of 
Western Australia 
and some Indonesian 
Islands 

·  grows - low altitudes 
sea level to 300 
metres in moist 
locations adjacent 
rivers, swamps and 
rainforests 

·  needs - warm 
conditions year round 
with distinct seasonal 
climate with watering 
rest period during winter and spring 

·  displays - flowers which open successively appear during autumn and winter 
·  common names - Snow White Orchid or White Butterfly Orchid

·  Culture: Warm conditions, 
Good air movement, Water 
twice weekly in summer and 
once a week in winter. 
Fertilize three weeks with 
high nitrogen and one week 
with low nitrogen. Under 50% 
shade 

Cattleya maxima 
·  Ecuador and northern Peru 
·  Epiphyte and lithophyte – dry coastal 

forests 
·  Culture Warm conditions, Water 

twice weekly in summer, once a 
week in winter, fertilize three weeks 
with high nitrogen, one week low 
nitrogen, Good air movement. 

·  Under 50% shade 

 

Dockrillia rigida 
·  Cape York to Russel River.  Also 

Papua New Guinea. 
·  Epiphyte 
·  Variety of humid habitats –

mangroves, coastal rainforests, 
paperbark swamps, along streams 

·  Grows on a range of trees but each 
species must have rough bark. 

·  Cultivation: On slab/bark, good air, 
watered copiously in summer, 
much less in winter, fertilized with 
low nitrogen weekly in summer, nil 
in winter, under 50% shade. 



Phalaenopsis pulcherrima 
·  China, India, S.E. Asia, Sumatra and 

Borneo 
·  Terrestrial growing in sandy soils near 

the coast.  Grows in bright light in 
crevices in rocks up to 1200m. 

·  Culture: in pot, medium bark, roots do 
not like to be confined, protect from 
cold. Water well in summer and reduce 
in winter.  Low nitrogen fertilizer. 

 

 
Cadetia wariana 

·  Tozer Range to McIllwraith Range.  Also Papua New Guinea 
·  Lithophyte mostly but occasionally found on trees 
·  Forms dense mats on rocks in humid habitats – beside streams and in gullies 
·  Culture – on cork, 50% shade, watered copiously in summer, weekly in winter, 

low nitrogen fertilizer in summer, nil in winter. 
Dendrobium bigibbum 

var. superbum 
·  Eastern side of Cape 

York Peninsular from 
north of Cooktown to 
Mt. Molloy. 

·  Epiphyte, coastal 
scrubs, littoral forests, 
by swamps and gullies 
in more open forests.  

·  Lilac-purple in colour. 
Larger, flatter.  Opens 
widely. 

·  Colour variants – white and blue. 
·  Cultivation: water copiously in summer and refrain from watering in winter.  

Fertilise with high nitrogen from September until New Year.  Then low nitrogen 
until end of flowering.  Needs good air and good drainage.  Grow under 50% 
shade. 



 
Brassavola subulifolia 

·  Jamaica 
·  Leaves tend to droop. Each head of flowers has up to 12 
·  Culture: Warm humid conditions. Good air movement, Water twice weekly in 

summer, Weekly in winter.  Fertilize three weeks high nitrogen, one week low 
nitrogen. Under 50% shade 

 

Dockrillia bowmanii 
·  East Coast of Australia from 

Atherton Tableland to Clarence 
Rover. 

·  Coastal scrubs, drier edges of rain 
forests, open country.   

·  Flowers sporadically with flushes in 
spring and autumn.  All plants in a 
region flower at the same time –
synchronous flowering. 

·  Cultivation – On slab.  Good air.  
At least 50%shade. Fertilize with 
low nitrogen in warmer months.
