·  Epiphyte growing at elevations 1000 to 1800 metres 
·  Large distinctive flowers up to 7cm diameter 
·  Easily cultivated in a shallow pot or basket in  warm to intermediate 

conditions 
·  Flowers late Spring to early Summer.

Watered daily in summer and twice 
weekly in winter. Fertilized with low 
nitrogen weekly in summer 

Brassavola perrinii 
·  Bolivia, Brazil, Paraguay and possibly 

Argentina. 
·  Epiphyte that grows in a range of 

habitats from low to moderate 
altitudes.   

·  Grown in a basket, because of the 
pendulous nature of the leaves, high 
in the shade house in medium bark. 
Watered three times a week in 
Summer and once a week in winter. 
Fertilize three weeks high nitrogen, 
one week low nitrogen. Under 50% 
shade.

·  Epiphyte.  Grows on tall 
trees on rocky hills and 
swampy areas near the 
coast.

·  Grown in pot in medium 
bark under 50% shade cloth. 
Warm conditions, Water 
twice weekly in summer, 
once a week in winter, 
fertilize three weeks with high nitrogen, one week low nitrogen, Good air 
movement. 



Sarcochilus ceciliae 
·  North East Queensland 

(Atherton Tableland) to Central 
New South Wales (Hastings 
River). 

·  Lithophyte. 
·  Prefers locations where litter 

gathers, has high humidity. 
Grows in situations from full 
sun to quite shady places.  

·  Difficult to grow.  Requires 
bright light, good humidity, 
open mix, good air movement.  
Crown of plant must be above 
the mix.  Watered daily in 
summer and twice weekly in 
winter.  Fertilized with low 
nitrogen weekly in summer.  
Watered daily.

Fertilized with low nitrogen weekly.
